HAWAIIAN ISLANDS HUMPBACK WHALE NATIONAL MARINE SANCTUARY HOSTS LECTURE: 
“Maui’s Native Forest Birds: Past, Present and Future” 

 
The Sanctuary Lecture Series presents Laura Berthold, an ornithological researcher for the Maui 
Forest Bird Recovery Project (MFBRP) who began working for Maui's forest birds in 2009. She will 
discuss the natural history of the forest birds, the conservation issues they face, what's being done to 
help them, and what needs to be done. Laura graduated from Loyola University Chicago with a B.A. 
in environmental studies and worked for the Arizona Strip Bureau of Land Management as a wildlife 
technician. She currently works on assisting and leading the MFBRP field team with researching the 
Maui Parrotbill or Kiwikiu and helping to restore habitat.
